Area X Leadership Conference Rules

The primary purpose of this camp and the goals of the Area X FFA Officer team are to provide you with the leadership training necessary to take back to your respective districts and chapters and at the same time provide you with some fun.  For a camp to be successful, all rules that are written, directions given by team leaders, camp directors and teachers must be followed.

1. Refrain from using profanity and wearing caps/hats inside buildings (tabernacle/cafeteria).

2. Please respect all camp properties (including trees, bushes, etc) and your group.  We ask you to keep the grounds clean of trash by placing it in proper receptacles.

3. Following items are not permitted at Zephyr: illegal drugs, alcohol, any form of tobacco, knives, guns, fireworks, skateboards, radios, tape players or anything deemed detrimental to the intended atmosphere.  Camp director will confiscate such items.

4. If any recreational equipment is returned damaged or not returned at all, you will be held responsible to pay for damages.

5. The lake is off limits to everyone!  You will not be permitted to go to the lake for any reason.  DON’T EVEN ASK!

6. Campers are not allowed to enter the dorms of campers of the opposite sex.

7. Girl’s swimwear must be a modest one-piece or a T-shirt must be worn over it.  Boys are to wear modest trunk-type suits (no Speedos).  The lifeguard may eject anyone wearing swimwear that is not in good taste.

8. All T-shirts, caps, etc. which advertise alcohol or tobacco product or are of suggestive nature will not be worn.

9. Shaving cream fights, water fights, mud from Ag Olympics will take place well away from buildings or dorms.  NO MUD IN DORMS!!!!  Damages caused by this activity to facilities will face a charge of $100.00.

10. Meals must be taken in the dining hall.  Take off caps/hats while in dining hall.

11. No use of the ropes course will be allowed unless Zephyr’s own authorized, trained personnel are present.

12. Vehicle use – No camper will be allowed to use their personal vehicle on campgrounds without prior approval of the Camp Director (Mr. Tymrak).
